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BRONZE

This is where a young person has now progressed above the
standard training and competition level for their sport. So with
this progression, there is now a greater demand on their time as
they are competing/performing for their club, the school and the
next step. These students show a positive attitude and good
attendance at school.

e A footballer who plays for their club, for PEDSSA and the
school team.
e A Dancer who trains and performs in their dance school, plus
they also dance for the school and external performances.




SILVER

This level allows for students who are competing at a high level in
their sport and the nature of their sport requires them to travel large
distances to take part in competitions. They may need to go to
specialist facilities to continue to train and compete. These students
show a positive attitude and good attendance at school.

e A martial arts student who trains locally but competitions are held

in Sheffield and Leeds.

e Motorsport involving weekends spent at the different circuits
around the country

e A Swimmer training both locally and having to attend selections,

training camps and competitions at specialist facilities.
