Legally Blonde - The Musical

Shortly before half term, our Performing Arts Department delivered a production of Legally Blonde
that will be remembered for years to come.

Bringing together over 100 student cast members, a technical team of more than 20 students, and
a live band of 16 musicians, this was far more than a school show. It was a large-scale,
professional-level production driven by extraordinary commitment, teamwork and talent.

The scale of this production cannot be overstated. Rehearsals ran for months. Lunchtimes,
evenings and weekends were given over to choreography, music calls, line learning, set building
and technical preparation. Staff and students worked side by side, united by a shared ambition to
create something exceptional. Students showed resilience when things felt challenging, supported
one another when energy dipped, and pushed themselves far beyond what they thought they could
achieve.

Performing to a completely sold-out audience of over 330 people for every show is no small
experience. To step onto a stage in front of a full house requires courage; to do so with such
confidence, energy and joy is incredible. Our students embraced that opportunity to show the
world exactly what they are capable of. The overwhelming positive feedback from parents and
visitors commented not only on the polish of the production, but on the maturity, professionalism
and stage presence of our students.

The standing ovation after every performance was well deserved. What the audience saw was
talent; what we saw was growth. Students who began rehearsals tentative and unsure finished the

run standing taller, speaking louder, and believing more in themselves.

We are immensely proud of every student involved. They were given an opportunity to demonstrate
what they could achieve — and they truly smashed it.
